The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency congratulates LMOP. Partners MARS Snackfood US and Cromeco,
Inc., along with First Community Bank-Central TX and City of Waco Solid Waste Services Landfill Division for their
efforts to improve the community and the environment by utilizing landfill gas to create energy. The City of Waco
worked cooperatively with Cromeco, First Community Bank, and MARS to develop a project that captures landfill
gas from the City of Waco Subtitle D Municipal Landfill in Waco, Texas and transfers the gas through a five-mile
pipeline. MARS Snackfood US will utilize approximately 830 cubic feet of landfill gas per minute to produce process
steam. Using landfill gas for energy helps the environment by reducing fossil fuel emissions, helps the economy by
providing a stable source of alternative energy, and benefits the community by improving local air quality. The annual
reduction of greenhouse gases attributable to this project is approximately the same as the annual greenhouse gas
emissions from nearly 1,900 passenger vehicles, the carbon dioxide emissions from more than 24,000 barrels of oil
consumed, or the carbon sequestered annually by more than 2,300 acres of pine or fir forests.
